


LSV and Golf Cart Operating Requirements – Glebe Harbor–Cabin Point
These are the steps to ensure your LSV or Golf Cart is properly registered for our two Communities.  

If you own an LSV Cart 
1)  Purchase your choice of LSV
2) Acquire liability insurance for your LSV
3) Have your cart inspected.  (Either here or take to an inspection station)
4) Gain your Cart Wheeling Sticker, which will go on your LSV triangle. 
5) Take your proof of insurance and your proof of inspection to the DMV
a. DMV in Richmond, a specialty shop that only processes LSV
b. Or go to Tappahannock DMV
6) The DMV will provide you with the State official registration. 


If you own a Traditional Golf Cart
1) Purchase your choice of Golf Cart
2) Acquire Liability Insurance for your Golf Cart
3) Have your cart inspected and gain your Cart Wheeling Sticker

The requirements for each type, LSV and Golf Carts are on the following sheet. 
You of course are personally responsible to have these steps accomplished.  We have provided you with the guidelines.  
Please note:  Westmoreland Police Department will be aware that LSVs or Golf Carts having their Cart Wheeling stickers displayed have been insured and inspected.  
This will assist them greatly in knowing the status of folks in their carts, no matter what type.

LSV and Golf Cart Operating Requirements – Glebe Harbor–Cabin Point
The following requirements are provided to help residents operate Low-Speed Vehicles (LSVs) and golf carts safely in Glebe Harbor–Cabin Point. This community is not a designated golf cart community, and all residents are responsible for compliance with Virginia law.
Low-Speed Vehicle (LSV) Requirements
LSVs:
· Travel between 20–25 mph and have a VIN
· Drivers must be at least 16 years old and hold a valid driver’s license
· Display a Cart Wheeling sticker (Once your inspection is complete)
· Be equipped with headlights, front and rear turn signals, taillights, brake lights, red reflectors (sides and rear), mirrors (driver-side and interior or passenger-side), parking brake, windshield, and seatbelts for all seats
· Operate only on roads with speed limits of 35 mph or less
Golf Cart Requirements
· All golf carts operated on public roads must display a Slow-Moving Vehicle emblem.
· Operation is limited to sunrise to sunset, unless equipped with headlights, taillights, and brake lights
· Golf carts may operate only on roads with speed limits of 25 mph or less.
· Drivers must be at least 16 years old and hold a valid driver’s license
Insurance and Liability
· All LSVs and golf carts must carry liability insurance to operate on Virginia roads
· The GHCP Association assumes no liability for the operation of LSVs or golf carts in the community
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
